The Red River of the North, also nay-
igable, drains the great wheat valley on lie eastern border. Thet portion of the State east of
the Misspurl Biver is mostly rolling prairie; the soil on the Missourl Slope belng & biack, sandy
loam, with clay subsoil; while in the Red River Valley it is a vezetable deposit of unsnrpassed
richness. West of the Missenri river the land 18 more broken, with stretehes of exeallent farm-
mlug and grazing lands along the line of the Northern Pasific Railread. Ino the north is a group
of hills of moderate elevation known as Turtle Mountain. In the southwest s a district of
croded elay hille, called the ** Bad Lands.” Most of the latter forms good graziog ranges. The
northern and central parts are especially adapted to the relsing of wheat and other cercals,
potatoes, vegetahles ang the earlier varietles of corn. The Bed River Valley Is not equalled on
this gortinunt for wheat production, The prineipsl crops of the State are wheet, oats, bavley, corn,
potatoes, dniry produets, batter, cheese, and wogl. The rainfall is not great, but sesma snfiicient
for grdinary years, The Missourl Rlver and &ll eroall streams and lnkes are Uned with timber,
and wret and north of Blamarck are found inexhsnstible beds of Ugnite coal. There are 35
