Rev. Augustus Alvord graduated at Dartmouth College in 1852,
baving prepared for college at Monson Academy, Mass. He also
studied for the ministry at the Theological Seminary at East Windsor
Hill,, Conn., for one year. During the Civil War he labored for six
months under the auspices of the U, 5. Christian Commission in
the armies of the South-West. He enlisted Nov. 24, 1863, in the
U. 5. Army, Ist Conn. IHeavy Artillery, and participated in the
conflicts before Richmond and Petersburg; also in the pursuit
of Gen. Lee at the head of the Army of Northern Virginia. He took
part in the final struggle at Appomatiox. At the close of the War
he witnessed the disarmament of the Southern Army, and saw their
muskets stacked up in long piles like cord-wood.

Mr. Alvord was ordained in the Christian tninistry at Bolton,
Conn., Jan. 16, 1865, and commissioned chaplain of the 31st U. 3.
Colored Troops Feb. 9, 1865, In this capacity he served in Va.
and Texas until the close of the War, being ordered with the regi-
ment from City Point, Va., to Texas, to intercept the rebe! general,
Kirby Smith, who was still in arms. After the war closed he was
appointed by the American Seaman Friends’ Soc. chaplain to the sea-
men in the port of Galveston. Subsequently he was pastor at Ridge-
bury, Conn,, four years, West Granville, Mass., five years, Prescott,
Mass., five years, Alford, Mass., three years, Monterey, Mass., two
years, and Barkhamsted, Conn., eleven years, retiring from the
ministry in 1903, and making Springfield, Mass., his residence.
