INTER-ALLIED MEET

Competing Nations to Have
Equal Voice in Fixing
Official Events

LIST OF SPORTS COMPILED

Each Country Will Choose Events
in Which It Will Participate;
Unique Plan Pleases

One of the fairest and most complete
athletle programs ever devised for any
Qlympic games I8 being drawn up for the
great Inter-Allied contests which will be
held et Joinville-le-Pont, near Paris, in
the spring.

The invitation basls for the meet gave
the impression to many interested persons
that the American Army would set forth
a fixed program which might include events
not generally practiced by other countries
and might leave out many of Europe’s
most popular sporta.

Inquiry at Amorican Headquarters de-
veloped the fact tbat officers responsible
for the task of drawing up the programm
ar¢é now busily sngaged In making up &
1ist of ail major sports practiced in the
vartous Alifed countries, and that from this
list the fnsl program is to be arranged
on s bauxis that will give each competing
country, lurge or small, what amounts to
an equal voice in fxing the official events.

New Program Will Be Arranged

A unique pian has been hit upon. The
compiete list of posailble sports is to be
sent to esch country accepting General
Pershing’s juvitation with the request that
each nation make entry in as many of
these sports as it desires. Any sport in
which at least two countries enter auto-
matleally becomes an official event, and a
champlonship contest In that event will be
conducted es & part of the games.

Any sport which attracts only one entry
will be termed an exhibition event, and
that sport will be demonstrated during the
games it the country concerned so desires
and is prepared to put it on.

This splendid plan gives advantage to
no single country, establishes an equal
basis for the selection of events, insures a
contest in any sport In which even so few
ss two nations may enter and gives cvelw
country an opportunity to demonstrate any
of its national athletic sports even though
no other nations may enter,

It also precludes the possibility of the
dlssatisfaction that has often marred the
Olympic games in the past and is regarded
as s distinct advance in arranging & pro-
gram of international athletic contests.

LONG, LONG TRAIL
FOR 15T ARMY MEN

Road Race from Semur to
" Tonnerre Booked for
February 8

A r0ad race from Semur to Tonnerre, &
distance of 60 kilometers, is an innovation
to be introduced by Lt. Col. H. M. Nelly
iIn the First Army Corps on Saturday,
February 8. Four teams representing the
Corps Troops and the 36th, 78th and 86th
Divisions will take part.

The teams will be composed entirely of
enlisted men, who will wear the regulation
0.D. breeches, legging and field shoes, and
an O.D. shirt or sweater. The course from
Semur will bé through the towns of Mont-
berd, Alsy, Nuits, Fulvy, Ancy-le-Frang
and Lezinnes, to Tonnerre.

One man from each team will be started
abreast at Semur, and one man from each
team will be posted at each kilometer along
the road. The starters will carry the in-
signia of their corps or division, which will
.be passed on to the next man. These
insignia will be delivered to Maj. Gen.
‘Wright at the finiah.

The race will start at 7 o'clock In the
morning, and the progreas of the runners
will be telephoned to the various units and
posted on bulletin boards so that every
man in the First Army Corps can follow
the race. Pacing of the contestants by
‘men, horses, motoreycles, automobiles or
trucks is forbidden.

Should it become necessary to relleve
any man before he runs his kilometer his
team will be charged with the loss of five
minutes as well as the distance lost. Am-
pulances with a Medlcal officer and at.
tendants will follow the man to take care
of any runner who finds the pace too swift.

The whole AE.F. Is Interested in the
outcome of the challenge lssued by Jack
Ruping, two-mile New England ice skating
champion, to meet any man in the world in
a series of eight races, judging by the re-
sponse all over France.

The races would be 220 yards, 440 yards,
880 yards, three-quarter mile, one mile, two
mile, three mile and 220 yard hurdle, with
point scoring to pick the winner, 30 points
for first, 20 points for sccond, and ten
roints for third.

Mathieson, the European champion, is at
present in the United States, and Robert
McLean, present world’s title holider, is in
the Navy, so that it is impossible to bring
these three together, but an A.E.F. cham-
pionship tournament may be arranged.

BOXING COMMISSION
PLANNED FOR U. S.

Contests in AEF Give New
Impetus to Fistic Sport
in States

Revival of boxing in the AE.F., coupled
with announcement of the Army plans to
stage elimination contests with & view to
deciding A.E.F. championships in all classes
from bantam to heavyweights, has given
an impetus to fisticuffs in the United States
and plans are now under way to draw up
national Jaws governing the manly art, in
order that boxing may be accorded its le-
gitimate place in the realin of sports over
there, .

The Army, Navy and Civilian Boxing
Board is the name of the hew organization
which sceks te elevate the game in the
States, It ig being backed by many notable
Americans, inctuding former President
William H. Taft, Maj. Gen, Leonard Wood,
Provost General Crowder and others. Many
radical changes are planned in the system
of handling houts. The board seeks the
abolition of faults which have marred box-
ing exhibitions in the past and hopes, by
the acquisition of reputable and influential
sportsmen as charter members of the or-
ganization, to bring about an improvement.

Laws to Legallze Bouts

The program includes the drawing up of
national laws to Iegalize hoxing. Prominent
among the proposed features are the estab-
lishment of State championships, the win-
ners to be contenders for national cham-
pionships in all classes-—this apparentiy
along the lines of the AE.F. champion-
ships; the reclassification of boxers with
rigid rules for bouts, action looking toward
the repeal of all State lawa prohibiting
boxing and the general upbuiiding of the
sport 80 as to enable it to occupy an hon-
ored place in the sphere of athletics.

Officers and men of the A.E.F., actively
identifed with recreative sports over here,
have long recognized the need of better
hoxing laws tn the United States, and in
letters back home have expressed thelr
opinions in vigorous terms. ¥Ex-President
Taft, it is said, has undertaken the task of
drawing up the new national boxing laws
and anything which may be done along the
lines indicated will have the unqualified ap-
proval of fight faus in the A.E.F.

CADDOCK'S DREAM IS
RUDELY SHATTERED

Ready to Sail When Order
Arrives Restoring Him
to Old Outfit

Plucked from a port of embarkation for
the United States Just two days before he
was scheduled to sail, Sgt. Earl Caddock,
champlon heavyweight wrestler of the
world, hea rejoined his old outfit, Head-
quarters Troop, 88th Division, at Gondre-
court.
