In saving nearly $£61.000,000, the
service has recovered on 91 per cent of all
articles received, the remnining 9 per cent
Leing uzed as raw material in patching, mend-
ing and renovation. The cost of operating tho
rervice 53 compured with the value of its out-
put has Leen 11 por cent. This includes ull
costs of materials, rentals, omployees' salaries,
and, in fact, all expenses except depreciation
on machinery.

The totsl personnel of ths service exceeds
11,000, snd in addition there have been times
when it has employed a varisble field foree of
from 2,000 to 12,000 ‘enlisted men. These
troops scting with the gervice were lurpely
utilized in salvaging operations in front ine
sress during and after heavy offensives, The
scenmulated resnlts of their labors were placed
tn advance dumps contiguous to railheads or
truck line heads.

The tolsl value of articles repsired last De-
cember was §9,436,839.14. During that month
nlone¢ there wers repaired and prepared for ro-
issue 57,996 campaign hats, 892,168 pairs of
shoes, 101,032 rubber articles, 439,320 items
of canvas snd wobbing, 373,321 metal articles
and 2,185,970 picecs of clothing—n grand
toial of 8,549.807 articles repaired,

Adding to these figures tho number of are
ticles manufactured from the 9 per cent dis-
ecard during the wmonth, there wore 4,255,588
separate picces turned ont by the department.
