Bueyond what once were Xknown as the
enemy lines~n vast stretch of fields snd
woods and mountains and valleys —a deter-
mined littlo man with o mission that is sacred
to him aud solf-imposed is combing many
hundreds of square miles of the grest war's

battle grounds., Ile is searchivg for the
lonely graves of the lost men of the Air
Bervice.

Zinn is his name. Capt. P, W, Zinn, Por.
haps no other officer in American Avistion

in the ABJX, iz so well known by the men
who fly ss he. Certainly, he knows more of
the personnel of the Air Service than any
other. That iz because of the job he held
while the world conflict was on. And because
he held the job ho did, he asked for and was
given his’ present misgion.

Tt was Capiain Zinn, a veteran of the French
Foreign Legion and the Lu{uyeue Eacudrillc.

CONGRESSIONAL MEDAL OF HONOR AWARDS TOTAL 63;
16 MORE MEN OF A.E.F. ACCORDED SUPREME DISTINCTION

Four on New List, 20 in
All, Killed in Action or
Died of Wounds

Sixteen more members of the A.E.F. have
been awarded the Congressional Medal of
Honor for conspicuous gallantry and intre-
pidity above and beyond the call of duty in
action with the encmy,'making a totel of
£8 men o receive this reward, the highest
mark of recognition the United States can
bestow.

Four of the L gave their lives on the
battlefield or ofterwards dicd of wounds.
This Urings the total of deceused soldicrs
to whom the medal has Ueen awarded to 20.

Of the 16 in this list, three were privates,
four corporals, five sergeants, two, licuten-
auts, one a caplein and onc a lieutenant-
colonel,

Here are the official citations in full:

Resting Places of 70 Found

Out of 130 missing Amcricon sviators, Cap-
tain Zinn already las definitely located and
identified the spots where 70 fell and were
buried. It has l'equired many doys of puins-
taking wesrch and inquiry to attain this re-
sulf.  Somctimes Captuin Zinn has had oenly
B picee of 8 wrecked plane on whieh to predi-
cafe his bunt for the grave of the lost pilot
who flew the ship and to-identify, when he
discovered the burisl plaes, the avistor rest-
ing within it.

Captuin Zinn hos found that in o pgrent
muny cases American flyers were buried either
by the Germans or by civilinng with no mark
of identification left on them.

Muny times he has come upon a grave with
a rude cross, on which was serawled: *‘Un.
identified American Aviator,”’ or **Two Un-
identified American Avintors.”” He kas had
to obtnin positive ideatifiention by careful
examination of Air Service records, ques-
tioning of peasants and civilisng who saw

Kenyonr Boper of the 91st

There was the cnse of young Xonyon Roper,
of me 91st Aero Squadron. By n procers
of fon of facts it wos fairly
definitely ostablished that Roper had como
down in the night between the linea. Oap-
tuin Zinn questioned ascores of  peasant folk.
You, they bad heurd that an American avi-
ator had fallen, but thoy did not know whers.
There wns what was loft of his burned ma-
ching, But thero was not enough. The engine
and most of the wreeksge had beon earried
awsy by various personz for various ressons.
The search appeared hopeless. And then Cap-
tain Zinn heard that o smalli boy 3sd a
hundkerchiet that tho dend flyer had pos-
sessed. o found the boy. And the hand-
kerchief, And written in indelible ink on
the little pioce of Hnen was the name *‘Ken-
yon Roper.'” Xt was ecusy then to learn from
thy boy where the grave was and to be sure
that Kenyon Roper lay slecping there,

Then thers was the case of Lester Harter,
of the 1lth Squadron. He went oui and
his machine eaught fire. HMarter jumped, just
as Major Lufhory did and as other aviators
bhave done, and fell mnuy thousand feot to
hin denth. When awe-stricken pessants ran
from the ficlds to his crushed body they
found in his hund o scrup of paper, and on
it was “nucn in hurried, jerky lottera; *‘Los.
ter Hurter.”

Pearing lost identity among the dead, Les-
ter Harter must have written his nams on
that picce of paper before he jumped from
his machine. At lenst, so thinks Captain
Zinn, who was able to seratch Harter's nome
off hiy list simply bocsuso he had that sHp
of paper to go by.

Plane Came Down in Flames
