ALLIED CHEVRONS
FGR VETS OF '14-'17

War Department Permits
Wearing of Previous
Service Badges

New varicties of chevrons and badges areé
appearing on AB.F. slecves and uniforms.
‘They have blossomed on dozens of slecves
in ¥rance as the result of the War De-
partment’s ruling of a weck apgo that
Amcrican soldiers who were members of
the army of any of the cu-belligerent
powers may now be permitted to wear
chevrons and badges denoting such service
awarded them by the Governmments in
whose armies they served.

The blue service chevrons were awarded
men_of the British Army und are sfmilar
in shape and design to the gold chevrons
of the American Army. Under the same
rule, hundreds of officers and enlisted men
of the AJB.F. arc permitied to wear the
service chevrons which the French Army
prescribes for its troops.

Following the announcement of the right
to wear the foreign chevron, a sergeant
appeared at G.FHLQ. weuring four wound
stripes he had received in 18 months of
service with the DBritish Army. He had
been in the Regular Army of the United
States when the war broke out in 1914,
and hod Joined the British Army as soon
as he obtained his discharge in the States.
He had been transferred to the Amerienn
Army when the Americans came to France
and had received another wound stripe
while fighting in American olive drab.

Hundreds of American  soldiers ‘who
served with one of the Allicd Armies be-
m;cn 1914 and 1817 are affected by the
order.
