tncked away and camouflaged from front
fines back to base ports there were avaiting
more than 4,500,000 rounds of shrapnel and
high explosive shells and 640,000,000 rounds
of small arms and machine gun ammunition.
And the high

thought it impossible for the Americans to
pring up artillery, keeping pace with the
rapidly advancing doughboys, The Ord-
nance Department provided meuans to over-
come all such obslacles as shell-lorn roads
and crater-fifled flelds by hosking tractors
to the guns and hauling them to places
where horses could not have gone except
perhaps by long, tedious days and nights
of effort. Seven thousand Ordnance trac-
tors and artillery repair and supply trucks
were put into action and rendered Invalu-
able service,

By motorizing the wicked 75's and the
135mm. howitzers, our artjliery was able
to give effective assistance {o the driving
Infantry at all times. "The 14-inch naval
guns, railronded into positions of great
strategric valie, ospecinlly during the St.
Mihiel and Argonne drives, threw the ene-
my's lines into confusion and consternation
for miles behind his retrenting columns.
Altheugh the doughbeys wittily complained
that *“all these_guns did was to stir Gp
trouble and then run away,” with all the
facts now in hand it is clear that all these
gung played a trentendous part in hasten-
ing the tnemy retreat, disordering his com-
munications and destroving his morale.

300 irmored Tanks

The armored tank wus perbaps one of the
greatest trivinphs of the war, and our Ord-
nance Department put 360 of these in the
big offensives.

Ordnance experts regard as the outstand-
ing nccomplishmenis of this department of
the A.JLF. the motorization of our ariil-
lery, the system of mobile repuir shops
majntuined with the armies, and the arm-
ing of all airplanes.for Amcrican scquad-
rons.

The importance of kecping the guns at
the front in first-class Nghiing trim can
readily be realized. The thotorized shops
for that purpose Lhat kept in the wake of
the armics and vendered first aid to all
artiliery and arms were a distinetive Amer-
jean contribution to the war. There were
at the time of the armistice a number of
these heavy mobile repair shop organiza-
tions and 25 mobile ordniunce repair shops
operating with the armies. They could
doetor up any kind of a sun and geot it
bhack in eommission unless it needed major
repairs,

The 2nd Mobile Ordnance Repair Shop
on the Soissons front put into action
against the rétreating Germans 28 picces of
their own artillery, ranging from Timm, 1o
210mm. puns., The Mobile Ordnance Re-
pair Shop attached to the 35th Division es-
tablished the record of having no piece of
artillery out of action over five minutes
during the Argonne drive.

Bicyeles, Typewriters, Shower Baths

These repair shops Look care of all ord-
nance material, snd many other things be-
sides, such as water carts, relling kitchens,
bicycles, iypewriters, shower  baths,
watches, meat grinders, steam rollers, stone
crushers, trench pumps, captured German
baths and delousing plants, They also as-
sisted in the salvage of Ordnance cquip-
ment.

It is said that some chronieler of Ord-
nance activities, seeking local color, was in-
vited to visil one of these mobile repair
shops at work. As he arvived, a huge motdr
truek, which had been brought in helpless,
was snorting away, restorud to fmll vigor.

The supply of airerafi armament, ammu-
nition and drop Lombs at all times met the
demuand, and, to guote the verdict of ex-
perts, was of “proven efficiency against the
enemy.!’

Not only had our Ordnance Department
at the time of the armistice malched the
armored seat provided by Germuny for the
protection of her aviators, bul steps had
Leen taken to put on the front an Invin-
eible armada of all-armored plancs. None
of these ironclads of the air had actually
taken the field, but the project had long
passed the experimental stage. The Ord-
nance Department, indced, Lefore the war
ended, had equipped the forces at the {ront
with veritable flying fortresses fitted with
cight guns instead of two or four. Four of
these guns projected through the floor of
the plune, two fore and two ait.

Another contribution of our ordnance to
airplane warfare was a parachute dropping
device, with a 14-foot spread, for dropping
food, supplies and ammuniton to troops in
the trenches. This device was completely
suceessful and was actually employed on a
large scale,

The Ordnance Department had well in
hané the production of a standard Ameri~
can parachute for the use of aviators in
jumping {rom their planes, but nonc were
ever used by us at the front. The Germans
actually used the purachules successfully
during the last few weeks of the war.,

For Any Allied Bomb

There should be also mentioned the
American  bomb  dropper furnished our
planes, by which our aviators could take
any kind of an Allied homb on their bomb-
ing cxpeditions. 7The American Wimpers
uand the Franco-American Michelin bomb
gite proved 160 per cent cfficient in guiding
bombs to their objectives.

In addition to its achicvements in the
field, another great problem that confront-
ed the Ordnance Department of the AJTE,
was storage and heavy repair in the S.0.8.

The bnse section of the A BT, was the
great reservoir of ordnance materials and
fucilities into which the initial ordnance
supplies were poured. The intermediate
section was the regulating mechanism tak-
ing up fluctuations of supply and demand.
‘The advance section was the sensitive sys-
tem in dircet touch with the Army and re-
sponsive to its necds from day te day. For
the purpose of maintenance and reserves,
it wns planned to Jecp 45 days’ supply in
the hase section, 30 days’ supply in the -
termediate and 15 days’ supply in the ad-
vanee seetion. This ideal was_never fully
realized, but it wasg well approached in the
suinmer of 1918,

o effect the distribution of ordnance ma-
terind, it was neceessary to stretch multiple

ion were received and stored, ro-
classificd and sent to the front.

As many as 1,600 ten-ton cars of guns
and ammunition were sent out from thig
center in 2 dav, the storage projecl era-
ploying 1,000 men. Jonchery, with its spider
web system of tracks and its warchouscs
cleverly hidden and naturally camoufluged
by the trees, housed tens of thousunds of
tons of shells, grenades and bombs and
during active offensives handled 300 ears &
doy in and out.

To make repairs to guns and erdmance
ocquipment at organization and training cen-
ters or instruction eamps, more than 25 re-
pair sheps were cquipped and maintained
jn the §.0.8. The greatest of these, at Me-
hun, was itself so designed as to handle re-~
pairs to all artillerv and ordnance cquip-
raent for an army of 2,000,000 men, It cov-
ered 50 acres of ground, was manned by
6,000 technically trained soldlers, and coutd
remake anything from a tank or a picce of
heavy artillery to o mess kit. It was de-
signed for a ecapaciiv of relining 1,245 guns,
repairing 2,000 ordnance pun vehicles and
3,600 ordnance motor vehicles, and ever-
houling 150,000 rifles, 5,000 pistols and
26,000 muchine guns per month,

WWhether in depot, shop or ammunition
dump, the work of {he Ordnance Depart-
ment required individual fitness and speelal
training.  To Supply the latter, the depart-
ment organized and operated six great
schools—St. Aignan, for office work and
care of ordnance equipment; Foecy, Jonch-
ery and Bourges, for mumunition; Is-sur-
Tille, for artillery, small arms and ordnance
supply and shop work, and St. Jean-de-
Monts, for the serial armament training
which contributed to the brillinnt results
already spoken of. The alumni of these
schools nunbered some 5,000, to which. the
graduates of many smalier centers of in-
struction sdded o considerable number.

Personnel of 14,000

The work of the Ordnance Department in
the A.E.J\. was neither a small nor an easy
Job. Some iden of its extent can be esti-
inated from the fact that it bandied more
than 500,000 tons of matcrial and spent
more than $50,000,000, and made cvery ton
and every dollar, count,

To their credit it should be said, in con-
clusion, that this program was carried
through by a little bund of 1,803 officera
and 12,205 enlisted men, whose work was
2s hard as any in the Army and as hazard-
ous, even if in the 8.0.8. According to the
schedules of reguirements the ordnance
force of the AV, should have been 2,145
officers and 35,330 enlisted men, while the
program for July 1, 1919, called for 3,454
officers and 70,550 enlisted men.
