In the Totel Allemania

There are about 100 Anerican officers and
men in Berlin and abont the same number
scattered throughoul the 20-odd ' Russian
prison comps, housing aboul a half million
Russians who are beiny fod jointly by the
German and Ameriean governments. Some
officers and the field elerks are yuartered at
the Adlon, some are at the Flotel spla-
nade, and there is o detacinnent——and this
is the regular Borlin detachment--of en-
listed men, with their C. O, Capt. Dallas
M. Sprinkle, 6ih Division, Dbilleted very
comfortably al the Allemania, cach room
with its private bath and toilet, and with
sales commissary under the same roof. The
men are drawn mostly from the 6th, 350
and 81st Divisions.

In the daytime, when not on duty, they
are free to wander about: evenings, since
the reecent disturbances, they are kept in-
doors,

There are iwo maln attractions for the
Yank in Bortin—the big wooden statue of
Von Ilingdenbure, at the head of the Ave-
nue of Victory, with its celebrated doublc
row of Prussinn heroes, and the streets uand
bulldings which woere the scene of the re-
cent fighting between government troops
and S;nrmcma—stre«_ts and  buildings
which are likely, at any moment, to be the
geene of further fighting and bloodshed.

about the bloody Alexander Platlz, where
much of the heavy fighting has taken place.

JUST BEAT OUT ARMISTICE

International Police Duty Along
Troubled Adriatic Shores Fol-

With the Lion of St. Mark playiully paw-
ing the reghnental number on their left
shoulders and a brilllant red, while and
green compaign badge  (duly authorized)
over their left pocket-flaps, the 332nd Regi-
ment has just sailed back from sunny Italy
with a war record that includes everything
{rom a battic on the Tagliamento river to
peace-making in the Balkans.

“The 332nd, o part of the §3rd Division,
was called to Ialy from its training camp
in France, July 27, 1818. Ilere they were
duly initiated into the Latin arts of avar,
“going over” with a grenade in each hand
and a trench-knife in their teeth and cating
italian rations of macaroni and cheese.
They ard still able to speak of corned willy
without sorrow, but it will take s good
deal, they say, ever to get them into an
Italian table d'hote in the States.

Hiking was one of the best things the
332nd Gid, and “arduous marches” is a
phrase that appears with emphasis in thelr
war diary. IBut if they pounded oufl many
a weary Kilomcicor hefore they caught up
with* the Austriang, they still claim a gar-
land of memories of the days when they
stepped high amony the flowers that were
fiterally strewn along their paths by a
iul people who welcomed them as

rS.

When they dropped down behind
the sheltering dyke they were without focd
and they would have gone into baftle the
next morning on empty stomachs if i _had-
n't been for Dad. Dad belongs to thé Red
Cross, and his name isn't on the battalion
roster, but it is wrilion across their heurts,
When his fordful of crackers and fags
stuek in the road, Dad got out and walked.
And he earried with hini smolies and eats
cnough for everybody.

The next morning the battalion was or-
dered 1o the burning bridgehead of Ponte
della Delizia, which they crossed to an
island in the ri where they formed for
the attack., At 5:20 they started through
the shallow waters and up the bank that
“suddenly turned blue with machine gung,”
as one squud Jcader expressed it.

But the Yanks went up and over in the
good old Injun stvie, and in 20 minules
they hod eaptured or killed the crews of
ten machine guns. They reformed for the
counter attack. But it never came. Al-
though they didn’t know it al the time.
their baptism of fire was also the Iast rite.
They advanced and took the town-of Cod-
roipo without eoffort, capturing millions of
dollars’ worth of Austrian supplies und get-
ting some Austriun footwear to pay for
what they had worn out in the chase.

Served by German Waiters

The ofticers and f{ield clerks have a mess
at the Adlon and -are. served by German
waiters, Here, 1oo, when the dey's work
is over, one hears tales of aggressive Amer-
icanism, beside which the jaunts of the
ealiph of Bagdad or the wanderings of
Munchaugen are mere administrative re-
ports,

There I8 the story of the officer, for in-
stance, who took a detachment of Greek
prisoners {rom Germany to the, Adriatic.
Arriving there, the prisoners struck and
@decided to go home, each in his own sweet
way., The offlcer called on a couple of
Allied governments, but they feered inter-
notional complicutions., o the oflicer
bLoarded nn American warship in the-harbor
and begged the ald of a biucjacket detail.

‘Fhere were Just five men in that detall,
all armed with pistols merely for the ap-
pearance of the thing. The strike was
busted, and the officer returned o duty.

There is the story of an Americun who
accompunied a mission to Poland across
the old lines of entrenchments that marked
the stand of the Germans when the Rus-
stuns swept up_toward the Carpathian
crests in 1016—Brussilof’s mighty drive
that scemed destined to wrest the Hun-
garian plains from the Central Powers and
end the war then and theve. The American
saw again the dugouts and gun cmplace-
mients of the Eastern froni; he floundered
in the mud of trenches and heard the fa-
milnx ba of muachine guns.

In Russian Camps

Quite as lonely are the Yuanks in charge
of the Russian prison cumps. The order
culhug for men to go into the interior of
Germany reached practically every combat
ion in the Third Army on February 7,
aud by 8 a.m, tite following morning ihe
men were on their way. A young lleuten~
ant, culied on the telephone by his division
.\djm.mt was writing a letter full of home-
geing plans. FHe added this postseripl:
“Leaving for tha inter ox‘ of Germany io-
morrow  morning. ill_probably be home
Ly next September’ On the morning of
ihe 1ith he and 39 others, 20 officers and
20 enlisted men, were braving the stares of
the Boche in his native habitatl beyond the
bridgehend.

At this time the Danish Red Cross had
charge of the [fceding operations, but
shortly after the middie of February the
Ameriean Red Cross, with Licut, Col. Carl
"Payior in charge, took over the work, and
the plan of distribution was resystemat-
ized, American officers were sent to only 2
few campy. The olhers in the immediate
vicinity. were grouped for administrative
purposes under an Amecrican officer, each
having supervision over from three to five
stations,

There are between 400,000 and 600,000
Russiang in German prison camps and
working commarftioes. Each man is al-
lowed 120 grams of meat daily, 20 grams of
fat, 200 grams of hard bread, and a weekly
allowance of 60 grams of tea- and 120
groms of sugar. In the hospitals there is
ne set allowariee, but there are certain lux-
uries, such asg chocolate, cocoa and jam.

The Yanka in charge live in ag comfort--
able billets as it is possible to have, and
In general oversee and supervise the distri~

bution of food. Each morning the Rus-

top kick, scientifically trained and inured
te the mispronouncing of mnarmes could
never call the roli—their quarters Inspected
and their general weliare looked after.
Germans attend to the guarding, end the
German government s also doing somce of
the feeding.

That recent “invasion” of Berlin by
“‘gepuine American doughboys™ with “fixed
bayonels gleaming on ends of rifles” and
machine guns pointed menacingly down at
them as they marched along was not quite
as pictured. There were 16 prxv’xlcs. -six
cooks and three mess sergennts in that
outiit, and they marched along guictly,
withiout fixed bayonets and with their guns
in their hands—marched in casuully with
ao speelal pomp or display.
