The merning of October 8 found the 30th
Division just cast of Montbrebain, between
Cambrai and St. Quentin, ready to jump
forward on the new drive thal was intended
primarily to enrry it across the river Selle,
nine miles ahead, and eventually to take it
toward the Sambre canal and river, six
miles beyond the Selle.
