IL corresponds to the British
V.., and s given to Awmericans only—and
for the porformance against the enemy of
some et [k guished  personal
Lravery and ce, SO conspicuous
aud so above ang ond all call of duty
that ne one could justly blame anybody
for leaving it undone.

dent at their head. Most of these oflicers
have served continuously in combat, and
the majority of them have themselves been
decorated for gallantry in action.  Medal
of Honor cuses, morcover, ave passed on
by the Adjutant General, the Commandoer-
in-Chief and the War Department,

The Distinguished Service Medal may be
awarded to any enc who distinguished
himsgelf or herself by cxceptionally meri-
torious scerviee to the Government in a
duty of great responsibility in time of war,
or in conncction with operations against
—an armed encmy of the United States

The Medal of Honor and the D.R.C. are
for gullantry in action. The D.S.AL may
be given vor service involving no participa-
ton in actien and no guestion of brav
ery. This medal might be awarded to any
one [uiiting to admiration a duty of great
responsibility for behind the lines or even
bieck home.

Distinguished Service Medal eases are
considered—aiso at GALQ.-by a  apecinl
Board ol Decorations, comprising four gen-
