LOCATING JOBS FOR MEN

Labor Conditions Improve So
That Unemployment Problem
‘Will Soon Be Thing of Past

{BrCaprLeTo THE STARS AND STHIPHES.)

AMERICA, May 22.—All returning déivi-
sions are being demobilized with a speed
that is breaking past records and estimates
every day.  Only overwhelming passion
to parnde holds up. the disbanding of out~
fits~~and even parades do not clog the
machinery to the extent it was once foired
they would.

The entire 77th Division of New York
was demobilized within a week after its
great home-coming parade on Fifth Avenue,
and the 28th Division, afler showing ftself
te Philadelphin, is now scatiering hack to
its home fowns in  Dennsyivaniae-cvery
man with his $60 discharge bonus and his
railway travel allowsnee at the 5 cents a
mile rate.

So it goos at all the demobilization comps
in the country, thanks to the workirg of
the machine which the War Department
has built up to hasten the transformation
from Q.D. to civies.

To receive the discharged soldier as
quickir and as satisfacterily ns possible
biack inte the-civie body, the War Depart-
ment, through speeially organized branches,
and Merchants® Associntions and Chmwbers
of Commerce and military welfare organi-
zations are co-eperating in all the lavge
centers, The smaller towns have cemmit-
feo acinlly appointed whose sole duly is
to get employment for seldiers.

Create Soldiers’ Employment Bureaun
New York is typienl of the Iarge cities,
and here the War Department and the
Merchants® Associntion, probably the most
owerful organization of its kind in the
world, and all welfare organizations main-
tain a large co-ordinated Soldiers' Employ-
rent Bureasu.  Mere cmployers list jobs
flable and overy effort is made to fit
soldicrs to jobs nnd to find suitable work
for evary applicant. The city Is being sys-
tematically combed for positions and em-
s are urged to go the limit, and
have done so.
ese large eity organizations are strictly
e purpose of finding employment for
soldicrs who were residents of lhe cities
hefore entering the serviee. Men are urged
to return to their home towns for employ-
ment, so as 1o spread the absorption of re-
turning fighters invo the industrial machine
over the entire couniry,

Iow smaller citics and towns are tuking
care of their men is shown best perhaps
in the record of Montelair, N. J., where
out of 127 men applying for jobs, 110 have
been pluced.

It cannot be denied that considerable
rumbers of fighiing men are uncemployed.
This is due te several factors, such as the
@haracter of johs offered, the fact that men
always do not fit places available, and some
employers, be it said to their shame, want
to take soldiers back at their old Jobs at
pre-war pay, instead of paviug the higher
ates which eurrent prices and conditions
malke just. Unless foreed
refuse to accept such offers.

Dissatisfied With 01d Jobs

‘Then, too, many soldiers are not satistled
1o zo back to their old jobs, They want
something betler, their ambition having
been sgtirred by their army  experiences.
One soldier who held a humble clerical
position before the war states that he is
now competent to manage his former em-
ployer's business at a salary of §5.000 a
year, and he wanted nothing less. But he
finally admitted that the way {o prove his
greater worth was to tuke his old pesition
and show it there. is easc is typieat of
many. The employment problem is thus
complicated because many men are not so
tractable and refuse to prove their greater
worth to old employers in old Jobs.

On the other hand, a nummber of em-
ployers do not secin {o understand that a
solditr comes back to him with more am-
bition, greater pep and as an all-round
greater assct for his business, i€ given
proper  chances  for developmeont. This
problem is understood and is belng tackied
by the various cmployment agencies with
promijsing results so far,

Industrinl Conditions Betfer

Of course, industry over here has been
in an uncertain state sinee the armistice.
However, conditions are improving daily
as peace approaches. In ihe opinion of
industrinl experts, the country will not
be faced much longer with the uncmploy-
ment problem—and {ft. even scems likely
that there will be a scareity of men to fill
all jobs offered.

fn the meantime, Congress is again
threntening $o pass a bill with all soris of
allwring  inducements to get soldiers to
turn farmers and make the arid iands of
the West, the cut-over thmber Iands of the
North and the swamp lands of the South
bloom like the biblical raoge. The compli-
ment te our ahility to do the impossible

Great Majority Took Permis-
sions After Signing of
Armistice

17 AREAS WERE UTILIZED

Unele Sam Paid Room and Board
for His 0.

Up until May 10, 435,472 soldlers had been
sent on duty status leave, with all ex-
penses paid by the Government, to the 17
leave areas. Of these, 361,191 men took
their leave after December 1, 1818,

. The daily avernge number of soldiers in

*he areas for the woek ending December 7,

1918, was 7.5%1. This was increased to
27,011 for the week cnding March 22, 1918,
the largest week in the areas’ blstory,

On March 1, 17 leave areas were in oper-
ation, with a total capacity of 32,795 Yanks.
The arca at La Bourboule was closed on
January 15, and in April, five more leave
areas were clesed on account of the home-
ward movement of troops. Still four more
arens were closed the first part of this
month and there are now cight remaining,
with a tola) capacity of 18,825, All the re
maining areas will be closed by June 15.

The American pe stonnaires were, for
the most part, carried on special leave

irains. On December 1, 1818, five trains
were in operation, with a weekly train
mileage of about 3,460 mil By Marel

these trains had beefi increased to 34 s
cial leave trains. making 78 single trips,
with a weckly train milcage of about 31,460
miles, and carrying 77 per cent of ail
Ameriean permissionnaires on duty status.
On April 8 the number of trains had again
been increased to 57 specials, making 114
single trips, with an average weckly special
train mileage of 35,800 miles. They then
carried 90 per cent of all the permission-
nalres on duty status in the AJLF.
