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PREFATORY.

Some years ago the writer published in the “Seymour Record” a
genealogical artiele on the Chatfield family, and bas since from time
to time, collected further data in relation to the family, for which
there has been considerable ingniry. Being uvearly in the center of
several towns in which members of the family have been located for
more than two huodred years, snd having given considerable time to
genealogical research, many memoranda bave accnmulated which
geemed worth preservation. For the purpose of putting the particu-
lars so collected in convenient form for reference by those interested,
this modest pamphlet is pablished.

The original records from whiel particnlars have beeu taken are
principally those of the towns and churches of Derby, Seymour and
Oxford. Other data have been received from members of the family,
orally and by means of blanks prepared for the purpose and filled out
and returned for use in this patnphlet, while earlier publications have
alse been consulied. TIn the hope that this publication may prove in-
teresting to those for whom it i intended, and may be of some as-
gistance to any who may .attempt a more comprehensive work, it is
regpectfully submitted.

He re eolisted
fromn Beymour, Sept. 2, 1861, in Co. E, Tth C. V., re-eulisted as a
veteran Dec. 22, 1863; was promoted corporal Jaune 22, 1864; mus-
tered ont Jaly 20, 1865.

COLONEL WILLIAM LINN TINBALL,

Who was born near Pittsburg, Ps., Dec, 15, 1820, When he was
about six years of age his father removed to Ricbland county, Olio,
where at an early age he became an editorial writer for The Shield
and Bauuer, a paper then published by his father, and in 1844 he was
editor of The Morning Pennant, a cempaign sheet which advocated
the election of James K. Poik,

In 1846, after the battles of Palo Alto sad Resacs de la Palma,
when a call was made for volunteers, be enlisted in the Third Ohio
Volunteers, and served under Col. Samuel R. Curtis. Soon after
reaching Mexico Mr. Tidball was elected & subaltern of his company
and commnissioned by Gov, Bartley, of Ohio, At Matamoras lle was
detailed to act as adjutant to the commander of the post, a place he
served in for several monthe, firat nnder Gen. Clarke, and subsequenily
under that afficer’s stccessors, Col, Curtis and Col. Drake, of the First
lodiana Voluuteers. Just befure the battle of Buena Vista, when
communication was cut off between Gen. Taylor and the ses, he was
bearer of dispatches froin the commander of thé forces in Tamaulipas
to Gen, Scott, then at Lobog Island. He accompanied the troops to
Vera COruz and participated in the siege, bombardment and surrender
of that city and its stronghoid, the Castle of San Juan de Ullea. On
returning from Mexico, Mr. Tidball entered the office of Hon. Jacob
Brinkerhoff, at Mansfield, Ohio, under whose instruction he waa quali-
fied for admission to the bar, and in 1848 he was licensed by the
supreme court to practice in all the courts of the state. Removing to
Cincinpati lte became epgaged in the editorisl management of The
Colambiag, & literary paper of wide eireulation and great popnlarity
in the west. Returning to Mansfield Mr. Tidball engaged in the
practice of law as partner of the Jate Thomas H. Ford, Eaq.
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In the fall of 1853 Mr. Tidball came to New Yerk city, where he
was associated with Hon. Ogden Hoffman, Peter Y. Outler, esq., and
dJundge Flanders, and later removed o Nagsan street, where he contin-
uaed to practice until 1860.

He organized a regiment of volunteers in the epring of 1861,
afterward koown as the Fifiynintk Regiment, N. ¥. 8. V., to the
commaad of which he was commissioned by Gov. Morgan. On his
arrival at Washington Col. Tidball was placed in command of the
Second Brigade of Casey’s Division at Good Hope, and afterwards of
the northern defences of the city at Tenallytown, When the news of
tho seven (aya fights reached the federal capital, he was despatehed,
with a brigade, to the support of Gen, McClellan, atd reported fo that
officer at Turkey Bend, with the firat reioforcements, He gerved in
the subseguent campaizos in eommand of his regiment and the brigads
to which it was attached, and teok part in several engagements, the
most conspicunus of which were Chantilly, South Mountain, Antietam
and Ifredericksburgh,

His health becoming impaired he was transferred to the Veteran
Reserve Corps avd performed ruty in the freedmen’s bureau, under
Gen. Howard, for two years, and was judge advocate on the staff of
Gep. Gillem, at Vieksburg, when mustered out of service in 1868,

On leaviog the army Col. Tidball returned to New York city and
regumed the practice of law at No. & Wall street. Before the war be
wag an occasional captributor to the columbs of The Mereury, The
Dispateh, The Leader, The Sunday Times, Putoem’s Monthly and
other publications. After his retura he oecasionally wrote short stories
for The Chimney Clorner and countrihuetions for The Yookers Gazette.
He'was a mason of high degree and a Past Master. He was an active
member of Charity Lodge, T. A, M., at the tisne of hiz death, and
algo of the Masonic Veterans, Mexican Veterans, Society of G. A. IR,
Ohio Society, and Jobn A, Rollins Post, G. A. R. Col. Tidoall wag
a genial, finely educated, well read aod a complete gentleman in
every sense of the term. He died at his residence, 302 West [Fifty-
gixth street, New York city, on Suoday, Jan. 29, 1893,

Writing to ns, from Washisgton, D. C., Col. Jusn Lewis said of
him, #T had known Col. Tidball by reputation long befora we met,
which was abont a guarter of a century ago, and we had many points
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in common, He was a thoroughly good, broad, wholesome, big-
hearted man, an exceptionally competent literary critic, s keen edi-
torial writer, and a practical citizen who made the world better for
having lived im it.
